(b) having consumed alcohol in such a
quantity that the concentration in the person’s
blood exceeds fifty milligrams of alcohol in
one hundred millilitres of blood.

2. Paragraph 258(1)(d.1I) of the Act is 10

(d.1) where samples of the breath of the
accused or a sample of the blood of the
accused have been taken as described in
paragraph (c¢) or (d) under the conditions 15
described therein and the results of the
analyses show a concentration of alcohol in
blood exceeding fifty milligrams of alcohol in
one hundred millilitres of blood, evidence of
the result of the analyses is, in the absence of 20
evidence tending to show that the concentra-
tion of alcohol in the blood of the accused at
the time when the offence was alleged to have
been committed did not exceed fifty milli-
grams of alcohol in one hundred millilitres of 25
blood, proof that the concentration of alcohol
in the blood of the accused at the time when
the offence was alleged to have been
committed exceeded fifty milligrams of
alcohol in one hundred millilitres of blood; 30
